Documentary Project: Option B
Purpose: The purpose of your documentary is to share the story of your ethnic heritage and the struggles they face to fit into America’s mainstream.   Your goal is to explore stereotypes and share unique aspects of your culture.  Prove that your story is worthy of being a part of America’s voice and make your classmates rethink their narrow minded views on your ethnic group.  You may choose to focus on more than one ethnic group but be sure you find a way to show similarities between the 2 groups.
Topics you may consider:  exclusion of your culture in the media, perpetuated stereotypes in the media, lack of culturally relevant materials in schools (related to your ethnicity), racism within your ethnic group, criminalization of your ethnic group, how social hierarchy affects your ethnic group, assimilation, acculturation etc.  
Documentary Requirements: (300 pts)
· Must be at least 1o minutes long.  

· Must include text that helps convey the message.  

· Must be persuasive.  Demonstrate that you understand the concept of ethos, pathos and logos.   

· Include several sources of evidence such as video clips, interviews, cite articles or research done on this topic.  
· Music is critical to creating the proper mood for the audience. Select music that reflects your topic.

· Be sure to select a diverse group of people to interview. Your interviewees do not need to be students at Morse and should not be all AP/Honors students, especially those in AP Lit.
· The Five elements of Documentary (see dvworkshops.com)
· 1) Interviews 
· 2) Cutaways 
· 3) "Chill Footage" 
· 4) Process Footage 
· 5) Archive
· All group members must submit a one page explanation of their role in creating the documentary. 
· As a group you compile an abstract that describes the ways in which your documentary has been designed to persuade the audience to care about the issue. Specifically discuss the techniques you used, how you selected people to interview and discuss your findings about the issue.  This should be 2-3 pages.  (100 points)
